Built in 1927. The clock tower with an impres-

sive exterior is 125 shaku (about 37.8 meters)
tall, based on Shigenobu Okuma's theory that
people are meant to live to 125 years old.
Among the school buildings in the grounds,
there are also museums open to the public.
